Mr Lawrence had reported that he was continuing to pursue the
agreement regarding the amenity land with the land owner. ClIr England was to be asked for
support in this matter.

PLAYING FIELD

Correspondence received in response to a flyer that had been distributed anonymously in the
village were discussed. Requests for sports area/football posts, bike riding and benches were
already available, some had been fulfilled with the recent Big Lottery funding. A discussion was
held about the requests for a barbecue area and the risks and management of such an area.
Requests for village events were discussed as possibilities with volunteers wishing to co-
ordinate events. Requests for the grass to be cut more regularly/shorter would need to be
discussed at the budget meeting prior to setting the precept. Requests for a dog walking area
were discussed along with the amenity land that should be made available as part of a S106
agreement and information in relation to dogs provided in the annual play inspection. Following
a vote it was RESOLVED by a majority that the playing field should remain as a playing field
without access to dogs.
